Johnson also
showed his lifelong love of Rotary in sharing that Rotary is a
way of life and not just a service club. He encouraged
Rotarians to, “Look at the really big picture. Rotary is doing
really significant things around the world each and every
day.” Mark also used the example of Jim the Wonder Dog
who, even as an older dog, showed that he was amazingly
psychic. He encouraged everyone to read more about Jim.
Mark related that many aspects of his “second career” as a
psychic should be an example to all to never consider
yourself too old to take on new adventures. Great
messages, Mark!
